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CHAIRMANS LETTER

Well Spring seems to have arrived at last, the daffodils are out and as is the
norm the village Gardening Team have done us proud. Aside from the normal
Parish Council business of parking and potholes three items have dominated
the agenda, the affordable housing scheme, the crematorium and more re-
cently the solar farm, updates are as follows:

Affordable Housing

Lancaster Land and Planning Limited, along with Northants Rural, have been
investigating possible sites within the village to place affordable housing. The
favoured site is opposite Glenfield Drive on Earls Barton Road.

The proposal is for a mixture of 10 rental properties and 3 shared ownership
properties and each would have 2 parking spaces. The people who would live
in these properties would need to have a local connection to the village and be
on the Borough Councils waiting list.

The parish council raised some concern about highway issues and access to
and from the development and also regarding the flooding that came from the
fields. The developers have agreed that they would carry out some investiga-
tion regarding this.

Crematorium

Mercia Crematoria Limited submitted a planning application to the Borough
Council for the development of a crematorium on land in Doddington Road,
Wellingborough near to the boundary of Great Doddington.

The Parish Council have expressed concerns over the level of additional traffic
coming through the village. Outline planning permission was granted on 19
December 2012.

In March Mercia Crematoria Limited sold the land along with the planning
permission to the Borough Council who are now investigating options for a
crematorium. We are now waiting for the detailed plans to be drawn up and
our opportunity to comment.



Solar Farm

Lark Energy a South Lincolnshire based company are proposing to submit a
planning application to the Borough Council for a solar farm on land behind
the prison and below the proposed crematorium.

At the April Parish Council meeting Lark Energy presented a draft copy of their
proposal. The Parish Council suggested and Lark Energy agreed that it would
be beneficial to hold a public meeting in the village to enable parishioners to
attend and view the proposal. The meeting will be publicised using a leaflet
drop.

For all these developments | would suggest that you take time to view the
proposals and if and when they go to planning make your points of view
known to Wellingborough Council. Notice of meetings appear on the Council
Notice board in the Memorial Gardens opposite the shop.

Other areas that we have progressed are the grit bins (brought into use far
quicker than we thought) picnic benches in the park, a seat in the Memorial
Garden, repairing the fencing around the tennis court and repair of the plant
holders in the centre of the village.

The Jubilee fund raising committee has switched its focus to help the memo-
rial hall which needs funds for a new roof. Amongst other events soon to be
publicised a village ball is being planned, the provisional date is 12" October
2013, | urge you to support this worthwhile cause and pencil this date in your
diary. When | attended the Memorial Hall AGM it brought home to me the
varied number of groups using this facility - it is one of the hubs of our
community. | would personally like to thank the Memorial Hall committee led
by Brian Elgood for all their hardwork.

| would also like to recognise my fellow Councillors for all their hard work and
efforts.

Finally, a thank you to all of you, there is a real community spirit which does
make Doddington Great lets keep it going.

Borough Council Matters

High Street Wellingbor ough

At their meeting on 3" April the Council Planning committee refused an ap-
plication for a major new development on the Jacksons Lane car park site.
What made the decision interesting was the fact that the application was sub-
mitted by Keepmoat who hade been chosen as the preferred developer for the
site following a tender process. The tender specification called for mixed resi-
dential, retail and multi storey car parking for 200 cars as part of the Town
Centre Action Plan and the developer had formulated plans against this brief
and had made presentations to councillors.

There were several objectors to the planning application, notably English Heri-
tage and the Chamber of Commerce. English Heritage were concerned that the
proposals would cause substantial harm to the historic environment due to the
design and location of the multi storey car park. The Chamber’s objections
centred mainly around lack of employment opportunity with a luke warm reac-
tion to housing provision.

There is a speculative proposal in the pipeline which claims to bring an ASDA
store to the site. It will be interesting to see how any future planning applica-
tion would satisfy the concerns of English Heritage. The views of the Chamber
are also confusing. On the one hand they were against this current application
which was all about regenerating an important part of the town and bringing
additional residents to the town centre whilst openly supporting the plans to
develop on green fields on the edge of town in Great Doddington & Wilby
with the so called Prospect Park.

We need as many houses as possible to be built and unless we can demonstrate
that we have afive year land supply our villages will become vulnerable to de-
velopment and unwelcome developments like Prospect Park become a reality.

First year successfor new council venture

The environmental services company set up in March 2012 by Wellingborough
Council has reported a successful first year of operation.

Figures released in March show that the company, Wellingborough Norse, has
so far generated a surplus for the council of more than £250,000, as well asim-
proving service standards and employing a number of local people in perma-
nent jobs. The company was formed as a joint venture between Wellingbor-
ough Council and Norse Commercial Services to take on responsibility for a
wide range of duties, including emptying around 34,000 wheelie bins each
week, keeping streets clean, removing fly tipping and graffiti, preparing and
maintaining graves, looking after




public toilets, and taking care of parks and open spaces. Around 100 council em-
ployees transferred to the new company when it began operating on 1 March 2012.
The venture meant that the local authority could keep significant control over the
services, but would also benefit from half of the profits generated by the company.
Over the course of the 10-year contract, Wellingborough Norse is expected to save
the council several million pounds through taking on additional work, profit shar-
ing, increased buying power, reduction of costs, and increased recycling income. At
the end of its first year, the company has forecast a profit of around £530,000,
meaning the council is likely to receive more than £250,000.

Also during its first year, the company reports that it has replaced agency workers
with permanent employees, recruiting nine people in total. Other highlights featured
in the report include an increase in support for environmental wardens to help en-
force by-laws, an above-target increase in the amount of waste recycled, and a re-
duction in the number of bins missed for emptying. The company has also secured
trade waste contracts and ad-hoc building cleaning work.

Over 400 bags of rubbish collected from roadside
More than 400 bags of rubbish have been collected during a night-time operation to
clean up anine mile stretch of the A45 including Great Doddington.

The clean up took place over four nights from Monday 4 March to Thursday 7
March. Six employees from Wellingborough Norse, the company that provides en-
vironmental services on behalf of Wellingborough Council, worked from 10pm
through till Sam each night to clean the outside verges of the road from the Wilby
Way roundabout through to Ecton. Because of health and safety requirements, the
high-speed road was litter-picked with a rolling road closure in place. The two-
tonne haul of rubbish included carrier bags, drinks cans, bottles, crisp packets,
chocolate wrappers, and food packaging. The clean up was supported by the nearby
McDonald's at Wilby Way. The company has also bought a couple of extra bins to
put in lay-bys where the litter is particularly bad.

Wellingborough Norse budgets around £9,000 a year for cleaning up litter on the
A45. A big clean up is done once a year, with further litter picks organised where
possible to coincide with other highways works, such as white lining or grass cut-
ting, in order to reduce traffic management costs.

Council buysland to build crematorium
Wellingborough Council has bought the plot of land needed to build a new cremato-
rium in the borough. Contracts were exchanged on the 11-acre site next to the
prison near Great Doddington last week, and the council hopes to have the facility
up and running in the next couple of years.

The land was identified and secured by private developer Mercia Crematoria Devel-
opments Ltd last year, and outline planning approval to build a crematorium on the
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looking into the need for a crematorium in the borough, entered negotiations to
buy the land from Mercia last month.

The site already benefits from outline planning permission so the next step in
the project is to apply for detailed consent, which will set out the specific pro-
posals for things like the design, layout, and access arrangements. Once that's
approved, which should be within six months, the process of building the facil-
ity can begin, with aview to having it ready to start operating in 2015.

The council is estimating the crematorium will cost between £3m and £4m. It
will be funded from the council's capital reserves, which is money that is kept
in the bank to be used for large projects that benefit the community, but can't by
law be used for the running of day-to-day services.
